
Purposes and eligibility guidelines for TNTESOL awards 
 
  

 

 

Eligibility guidelines   

 

1. Vendors are not eligible.  
 
2. A presentation which has won a TNTESOL award in the past, including similar 
versions of such, is not eligible for this award.  
 
3. Presenters are not eligible to win an award 2 years in a row.    

 
4. The presentation must not have been presented previously at a Southeast TESOL 
conference.  
 

5. We request that presenters who wish to be judged attend the Saturday luncheon at the 
TNTESOL spring conference.  
 
6. In order to receive this travel award, TNTESOL Travel Award recipients are required 
to submit an article based on their award-winning presentation to the TNTESOL 

Newsletter no later than the published summer deadline (typically June 30). 

 

Purposes for TNTESOL awards 

 

 a. To send our best 3 sessions to Southeast TESOL to represent the best from our state 
conference. Awarded sessions will receive four hundred dollars ($400). 
 
The Best of TNTESOL Award presentation has the potential to go to the international 
TESOL conference, if accepted.  If so accepted, the Best of TNTESOL winner will 
receive four hundred dollars ($400) in funding.  
 
 b. To provide a means of financial support for dynamic presenters who may have no 
other means to go to the Southeast TESOL conference. 
 
c. To boost morale, build professional interest, and encourage excellent conference 
presentations every year.
